SKATE PARK USAGE.

1.  ONLY skateboards and in-line skates allowed. Helmets, knee/elbow pads and wrist
     guards are strongly recommended.
2. UNDER 12 YEARS OF AGE: Helmets required and supervised by an adult at all times.
3. You must have basic skating skills to ride this park, including pushing, turning, and

stopping. Do not use this park if you are uncomfortable on your board or in your skates.
4. Skate within your ability and be wary of fellow skaters. Look ahead before you start a

line. Any use of this park is at your own risk. THIS IS AN UNSUPERVISED PARK.
5. Non-skaters/spectators must remain off skating surfaces. Only one person per skateboard.

MISUSE SKATE PARK AND FACE EXPULSION OR PROSECUTION.

1. NO bikes, NO scooters, NO toys, and NO motorized vehicles allowed at any time.
2. Tobacco, drugs, and alcohol are strictly prohibited.
3. Any tagging, graffiti, or defacing of the park will be vigorously prosecuted.
4. DO NOT SKATE in the rain or snow or on wet cement.

SKATE PARK CARE.

1. No gum, food, or glass containers on skating surfaces allowed. Be careful with drinks.
2. RESPECT others and keep your language in check. NO ABUSIVE LANGUAGE.
3. Keep stones, gravel, wood chips, salt and other obstructions from the skating surfaces.

No additional obstacles or other materials (ramps/jumps) are allowed.
4. Keep the park clean of any trash or debris. Do use the trash cans for litter only.
5. Report any damage or misuse to the Parks Division at (216) 529-6818.
