Although skateboarding has been around for over 40 years, it is still illegal to practice in
most public places. More children in the US now skateboard than play little league baseball,
and yet our skaters have no place to practice their sport. They are left to find places on their
own and end up in the streets and parking lots.

There are a few public skate parks in the Cleveland area, but were built as reactive
afterthoughts. Originally developed under good intentions, they were ill conceived and
cheaply built. Due to weathering and shoddy construction, many have become dangerous
liabilities, and several have had to close.

The Lakewood Skatepark Project

The city of Lakewood has had a public skatepark in the Lakewood Park Maste
the past several years but has lacked the necessary funds to make it
happen. The addition is to be located west of the pool near the
utility access drive and garage. Aware of the city plan and
eager to get involved, the Lakewood Skaters Association
(LSA) was established by the citizens of Lakewood to helg
make it a reality. With over 250 members, we were able
to collect input from many skaters and community
members to aid in the design.

After months of careful research and planning,
meetings with skaters of all ages and skill levels,
and consultations with the architecture firm, the
design is now complete. But building this public
skatepark will require nearly $100,000 more than the
$134,500 that city has budgeted.
